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On February 19, 2009, the Gilpin County Defendants filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Certify the Record for Review Under C.R.C.P. 106((a)(4) [Consented].  That motion explained that during the preparation of the record for certification to the Court, the County discovered problems in recording by a new digital recording system that was used to record the Brannan hearing, that a malfunction in the recording system caused the recording system to stop recording or fail to record some portions of the hear, and that the precise nature of the technical problem has not yet been identified.

Additionally, the County advised the Court that the recordings produced from the hand-held backup recorder were inaudible at times, and explained that a sound expert had been employed to try and enhance those recordings for transcription.  


On March 31, 2009, the Court granted the County’s motion for an open-ended extension.
